History of Lamet Ethnic Group

Lamet people have been living in Ouodmxay province since thousand years ago and no one knows exactly about the background of these people. The
Lamet’s population in the province 1s 148 persons — 54 females according to the statistic collected in 2011. Lamet has no specific village, as they live to-
gether with other tribal people around.

Lamet 1s the name that they like the most since the past to present time, but no one knows clearly about the meaning of it. People keep calling them Lamet
as well.

They have their own speaking language 1dentified in the linguistic type of Mone — Khmae language. Lamet language has no linguistic writing alphabet.
Most of the Lamet people can understand Khmu language, but many Khmu people don’t understand Bit language at all. The majority of Lamet people
believe, trust and worship their own ancestors and several spiritual powers such as spirit (ghost) of the village, spirit (Ghost) of the house and others.
Father 1s the key person and also the head of the family and the son 1s the one who continues to replace the father’s position after. Lamet people believe
that “one husband — one wife” 1s a happy life, as 1t’s important to be a good example for the society. Man 1s the most powerful person in solving problems
within the family or outside. Actually, there are two types of Lamet clans such as animal (tiger, civet cat and bird) and vegetable clan (wild curly vegeta-
ble). They will not kill or eat the animal or vegetable clan that they are belong to at all.

The house divides into two main rooms “bedroom and kitchen”, but there 1s an addtitional room 1nside the house designed for visitors. Visitors are not al-
lowed to enter the bedroom without permission. As a rule, a family altar 1s set up at the main middle post of the house.

Each birth of a new born baby is said to be sent to this world by heaven. The birth takes place in the couple’s bedroom and no one but the husband and
some expereiced women can be present to assist in her delivery. In the past, a married woman was not allowed to give birth at her parent’s house, but at
her husband’s house or her husband’s parent’s house. Some experienced women will do their own delivery by themselves sometime at home, garden and
farm.

To have a proper funeral is of great importance to the Lamet people, for as a result the soul will prosper 1n the afterworld. There are many steps for hold-
ing a funeral and many duties related are assisted by close relatives and villgers. In addition, some sacrificial animals like pig, buffalo, cattle and chicken
will be killed and sacrificed as food during the funeral. The corpse 1s buried at the village cemetery or somewhere appropriate.

The majority of Lammet people are farmers, so sticky rice and corn cultivation 1s the major activity of the Lamet people. Livesotcok 1s considered as the
secondary activity. Most of the men are experienced in basketry and other hand made products.
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
